ATHLETIC BOOSTER MEETING 
June 18, 2008 

 
CALL TO ORDER  
Teresa Black called the meeting to order at 7:10p m, welcomed all new members, and thanked all 
for coming to the first meeting of the fiscal year. 
  
MINUTES  
M o t i o n was presented by Gary Evans and sec onded by Janet Wantage to approve the May 2008 
CCHS Athletic Boosters mee ting minutes as presented. MOTION APPROVED.  
  
TREASURER’S REPORT  
The May 2008 reports were presented. It is the clos e of the Fiscal year. Co aches detailed report 
for the year will be in their ma ilbox. Mechelle Kern reported that  the interest on the CD since 
last updated is approximately $300.00. At the August meeting final numbers will be presented. A 
motion was presented by Sally Creasap and seconded by John Channel to accept the reports.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT  
We have a new treasurer, Shari Bostard. We disc ussed purchasing/deposit policies. All requests 
for payment must be accompanied by proper doc umentation. Payment vouchers are to be signed 
by coach or sent via email by coach with pe rmission to authorize. Requests over $1,000.00 will 
require signature of the President and allowance of 2-3 days for processing. Coaches need to 
indicate which check option they prefer- Pick up at Athletic Office or Mail check directly to 
vendor. Shari will be at the High school in the summer on Monday and Thursday 8-8:30am. 
Team Allocations were also discussed. At the end of each fiscal year, the Booster Club will make 
an allocation to each team based on a percentage of  the profit from the year and the number of 
student athletes on the team. There is $10,000.00 se t aside in the budget for uniforms and other 
unexpected needs. We discussed the possibility of setting aside two pools of money next year - 
one for uniforms and the other for equipment. Coaches  will need to discuss their team needs with 
Mr. Ross by July 15 th . We need this information by the 15 th  so we can build the amount into the 
budget. We will discuss this further at the next meeting. 
  
ATHLETIC DIRECTOR  
The Cheerleading Advisor resigned. We are opening the interview process. The JV Coach, Stacy 
Buttel, will be the Interim Advisor for the fall . We hope to have the new advisor in place by 
basketball season. 
 
We are at the tail end of the interview process for the Girls Basketball Coach. Hopefully we will 
have an announcement soon. Once announced, it will be posted on the school website and an 
article in the local paper will also announce the new coach. 
It can be a long process and all need to be  patient while the process is taking place. 
 



Girls Volleyball is conduc ting their camp this week. They have  had some transitional issues with 
the use of gymnasiums. The camp was supposed to be at Pleasantview but the gym ended up not 
being available. The camp is now at Fra nklin Heights and seems to be running well. 
 
Girls Soccer received an Academic Award for the team maintaining a 3.0 GPA for the entire 
season. The Award will be framed and posted at the school. 
 
There is a new principal at CCHS. His name is Hubert Watson. He is from Springfield, Ohio. He 
will be onsite this Friday.  
 
COACHES REPORTS  
 
Boys Basketball- The boys just returned from Morehead State University at team camp and did 
very well. They will by going to Denison College July 10-11. 
Open Gym and weightlifting continues through July. They conducted a basketball camp last 
week for grades 4-9 and had approximate ly 65-70 campers. It went very well. 
 
Football-  Coach Vaughn reported that the kids were goi ng to lots of different camps at various 
universities such as OSU, EMU, OU, Wisconsi n, Toledo, UC, and Purdue. The kids are getting 
some looks from recruiters from going to the camps. Team Camp this year is at Ohio Northern. 
The 1 st  Annual Rock-a-thon will be tomorrow at the fi elds. The team will pick up rocks and rake 
the fields. The aerating system is working well for the fields. Coach is plea sed with the kids and 
they are improving daily. 20 days left until two-a-days start.  
 
Boys Soccer  - Denise Carmichael, parent, reported th at open fields are being held Monday–
Thursday from 5:30-7:30pm. There has been lots of interest. There have been 40-50 boys coming 
to open fields with a possibility of as many as 60 to try out.

Concessions-  Maggie Buechner asked for help with volunteers to form a committee for 
concessions. We are trying to have multip le people  help so that one person is not doing all the 
work. She asked that we spread the word to the teams, especially the incoming freshman parents.

Janet Wantage offered to help and would try to get 4-5 more recruits to 
help her. Vickie Evans recommended that each team have a parent to head up the membership 
for their team.
